Open-File Report 99-544, Field trip guide to selected studies of the Southwest Mineral and Environmental Investigations Project in southeastern Arizona, is a guide to a field trip through southeastern Arizona to study the geology and geophysics of the upper San Pedro and upper Santa Cruz basins; the geology, geophysics, and mineral resource potential of the San Rafael basin; and the hydrology and aqueous geochemistry of the Red Mountain and Sonoita Creek drainage system.   These topics were among those addressed by the Southwest Mineral and Environmental Investigations Project as its members examined issues raised by the rapid urban development in the basins of the southwestern United States.  The guide also includes commentary on the cultural and mining history of the area.
